Battery connection

The MCC has a battery insulation sleeve or disk
that must be removed before the card is fitted in the
backplane.

The MCC card must be installed in the correct
location in the backplane.

ﬂ The DKC 20 way and 40 way ribbon cables
connect to sockets on the MCC. Previously the 20 way
ribbon cable was connected to a 10 Card installed in
legacy panel.

A When handling the card always use
anti-static work procedures.

Always ensure the panel is completely powered
down before removal or fitting of cards into the
backplane. Power down the battery supply before
the mains supply. The power up should be done in
a reverse order.

A Once the battery insulation sleeve is
removed from the MCC it is important not to place
the card on a metal surface, as this may result in
damage to the components on the card.
